Children from Okuma Town 
experienced their first real camping trip!
The entire town of Okuma in Fukushima Prefecture was forced to evacuate due to the 
nuclear accident following the Great East Japan Earthquake, and for a long time the 
voices of children were lost in the town. In 2023, schools finally reopened and children 
began to return to their hometowns little by little, but many children still face restrictions 
on their daily lives and mental stress.
In this context, Dream Forest Supporters, a general incorporated association estab
lished by the SEISA Group, operates the after-school children's club "Yume no Mori" 
and supports the growth of children every day. FGC also continued to support the 
children of Okuma Town by donating play equipment and toys in 2023.
And this summer, that connection gave birth to the "FGC Presents Okuma Koguma Camp in Doshi Village, Yamanashi Prefecture." 
We invited children from Okuma Town to play to their heart's content in nature, with the aim of refreshing their minds and bodies and 
encouraging interaction through fun experiences. For the children in the children's club, this was their first experience campi
overnight with a large group of people.

Three days filled with smiles and bonds
For three days and two nights from July 23rd to 25th, 31 children and 11 staff members visited "Natureland Om", a campsite 
surrounded by the rich nature of Yamanashi Prefecture.

On the first day, after arriving and attending the opening 
ceremony, they immediately started making dinner. Each 
group worked together to cook rice in a rice cooker and 
made curry. Whether the group cooked the curry well or 
burned it a little, everyone was smiling and enjoyed 
sharing and tasting the finished curry.  The staff couldn't 
help but smile as they watched the children running 
around energetically in the great outdoors. At night it was 
fireworks time. They cheered around the small lights of 
hand-held fireworks.

In 
the morning, they enjoyed trout fishing, nature observation, nature games and 
insect hunting, and in the afternoon, they played in the river and tried splitting a 
watermelon. In the evening, there was a BBQ and campfire, making it an eventful 
day from morning to night. Members of "Techraft," a company founded primarily 
by current and former students of SEISA Kokusai High School, also came to the 
event, providing drone footage and shaved ice to liven up the camp. The time 
spent singing and laughing around the fire became an irreplaceable summer 
memory for the children.

On the final day, the children visited Oshino Hakkai and the freshwater 
fish aquarium, "Fuji Yusui no Sato Aquarium," where they spent time 
learning while experiencing nature and living creatures. While reluc-
tant to say goodbye to their friends with whom they had spent three 
days with, the children boarded the bus with smiles on their faces, 
saying, "We want to come again!" and "It was fun!"  The participants 
ranged from first-grade elementary students to third-year junior high 
students.

Although the Osaka-Kansai Expo concluded on October 
13th, FGC attended the National Day of the Republic of 
Uganda on October 8th.
National Day was established as a special day during the 
Expo for each official participating country to showcase 
their culture and characteristics, deepen international 
friendship, and celebrate their participation.
Uganda celebrated its Independence Day on October 9th, 
so the National Day was held towards the end of the Expo. 
In conjunction with the ceremony, the country's Prime 
Minister Robinah Nabbanja also visited Japan, and 
traditional music and spectacular dance performances 
created a great atmosphere at the venue, with participants 
engrossed in the excitement.
FGC participated at the invitation of the Embassy of the 
Republic of Uganda in Japan. At the venue, we were able 
to meet up with members of the Gojo Club, an NPO that 
founded the KOMOREBI Primary School that we support, 
as well as student volunteers we had met on site, and 
were happy to be able to interact with them again after 
such a long time. In addition, the Uganda booth in the 
Commons Pavilion not only introduced the culture but also 
served Ugandan coffee, attracting many visitors.
